Randolph-Macon College o•  cially 
announced on Wednesday Oct. 26 that the 
current campus center will be demolished 
in February 2012 and a new student center 
called the Brock Commons will be built in 
its place. 

€ e creation of the Brock Commons 
was made possible by a $5 million donation 
by Joan and Macon F. Brock Jr., '64, who 
have also made philanthropic contributions 
to the Brock Sports and Recreation Center, 

Fox Hall, Haley Hall and 
€ omas Branch. 

Currently, the Brock 
Commons is scheduled to 
be completed by February 
2013 and, therefore, will 
be available to next year's 
senior class and all subse-
quent classes. € e building 
of the Brock Commons is 
a part of R-MC's ªBuilding 
Extraordinaryº plan that 
also includes the Andrews 
Residence Hall that was 

completed this summer. 
Paul Davies, R-MC's Vice President 

of Administration and Finance, says that 
the school is working on a very tight and 
aggressive timeline to make sure that the 
new campus center is open by the appointed 
date. 

ªAlthough plans are still being de-
veloped for this, one of the aspects we're 
most excited about is providing more open 

space for students to gather and socialize,º 
Davies said.• ªCurrently we're planning for 
multi-purpose spaces and enhanced dining 
options.•  We'll continue to provide more 
details as plans are ‚ nalized.º

€ e designs for the Brock Commons 
show a building that will be signi‚ cantly 
larger than the existing structure. 

ª€ e new building will be approxi-
mately 24,000 square feet which is ap-
proximately 6,000 square feet more than the 
existing building,º Davis said. 

During the interim of demolition 
and construction, several facilities that are 
housed in the current campus center will 
have to be relocated. Among these are the 
R-MC student mailroom, the student mail-
boxes, Macon Coƒ ee, the O•  ces of Student 
Life and the O•  ce of the Chaplain. 

�

We are currently exploring options 
for convenient, temporary relocations for 
these services and will share that informa-
tion with the community as soon as it's 
available,º Davies said.

President Robert Lindgren says on 
the R-MC website that the new center will 
enhance and improve the lives of those in 
the R-MC community. 

ª€ is extraordinary new center will 
greatly enhance the quality of life on cam-
pus for our students, providing them with 
an attractive, open and engaging space that 
will encourage even more social interaction 
and camaraderie,º Lindgren said. 

R-MC students have so far expressed 
enthusiasm over the build as well as a little 
trepidation about what will happen to facili-
ties like Macon Coƒ ee and the mailroom 
during the period of construction. Also, 
some of those in the class of 2012 have 
wondered how the build will aƒ ect the 2012 
commencement ceremony, which is usually 
held in the fountain plaza adjacent to the 
campus center. 

When asked about the possible con-
sequences to graduation, Davies reply was 
simple. 

ªIt will have no eƒ ect,º he said.

our own is very important to Reichel.

Randolph-Macon professor of music 
James Doering, who led the pre-concert dis-
cussion with Steven Smith, commented on 
the incredible opportunity these performanc-
es give the Randolph-Macon community. 

ªWe're so fortunate to have the Rich-

mond Symphony come to our campus several 
times a year,º Doering said. ªNot only are they 
incredible musicians, but they bring an inter-
esting collection of music to each concert.º

The concert was divided into four 
parts, with each part featuring music from 
one of four renowned, yet surprisingly varied 
composers: Silvestre Revueltas, Wolfgang 
Amadeus Mozart, Jean Sibelius and Sergei 
Proko" ev. 

! e " rst part of the concert, featuring 
Revueltas' Homenaje a Federico Garcia Lorca, 
" lled the auditorium with the sounds of con-
temporary Mexican music. ! e piece, written 
to honor the great Spanish poet Garcia Lorca, 
consisted of three spell-binding movements. 

! ese movements & uctuated from one 
emotion to the next, featuring a mournful 
trumpet solo in one moment then a light, 

mariachi-sounding dance in 
the next. 

From the  r ive t ing 
sounds of early 20th century 
Mexican music, the orchestra 
then transitioned to the music 
of one of the foremost names 
in classical music: Mozart. 

! e orchestra performed 
Mozart's Violin Concerto No. 3 
in G Major, a piece which 
revolves around a violin solo 
which continues throughout 
the piece's three movements. 
The solo was performed by 
guest performer Diana Cohen, 
a ! omas P. Bryan Jr. soloist.

A% er intermission, the 

Richmond Symphony Orchestra 
kicked things back up with a 
performance of Sibelius' Pell!as 
et M!lisande, Opus 46, a musical 
interpretation of the play of the 
same name written by Belgian 
playwright Maurice Maeterlinck. 

! e orchestra's rendition of 
the eight-movement piece cap-
tured the emotion of Maeterlinck's 
story of two young, star-crossed 
lovers who meet a tragic end. 

For the final piece of the 
concert, the Richmond Orchestra 
played Russian composer Sergei 
Proko" ev's Symphony No. 1 Clas-
sical Symphony. In contrast to the eccentric 
composer's other works, this piece took on a 
more classical style. 

The result was a m*nage of music 
varying from the captivating sounds of the 
classical concerto to the exotic dissonance of 
contemporary Mexican music. 

It is this variation of music that makes 
a good concert great, Doering says.  

ªGood symphony concerts are a lot 
like a carefully designed meal with di# er-
ent courses. Listeners taste a wide variety of 
things, and those varied & avors also comple-
ment one another and add up to something 
really stimulating,º Doering said. ªIt is a great 
mix of entertainment and learning.º

Social Entrepreneurship Week 

• is past • ursday, Dr. Raj Patel came 
to the Randolph-Macon campus to speak to 
students about the global food crisis as part 
of the Moreland Lecture series in Blackwell 
Auditorium.  

Dr. Patel is an award-winning writer and 
academic who hails from England, is primar-
ily based in African Studies and has written 
many books on the topic of food and its a! ect 
around the world. 

• e lecture's focus was on Africa and 
Asia and how widespread starvation is there. 

• ere are more people starving in " ve 
provinces in India than there are in the entire 
area of sub-Saharan Africa. 

With the amount of resources we have 
today, these people should be the farthest away 
from starvation; the problem is that the food 
is not being distributed equally. 

In 2008, President Bush was asked about 
the global food crisis. He claimed that there 
were shocks to the system, that there was a 
new class arising in Asia and India and that 
the rich were making demands while there 
were one billion people starving. 

Over the years, the Western diet has 
started to creep over the borders into other 
countries and ways of life. 

• is does have an e! ect on the lives 
of people, but there are also other factors 
such as droughts, storms and other extreme 

weather conditions. Also, 
the mass production of 
fertilizer, hybrid seeds 
that were used in the 
Green Revolution and 
cash crops have had an 
e! ect on the amount of 
food that's being pro-
duced. 

Dr. Patel made a 
point that the US and the 
European Union have 
made some bad policy 
decisions in regards to 
the production of these 
things. While fertilizer 
is very helpful in grow-
ing crops, it doesn't help 
when those crops are 
then turned into ethanol, 
instead of bread.

• e majority of the world's hungry are 
in India, and one-sixth of the world's farmers 
are Indian. 

Since the 1990s, there have been four 
major things that have happened: 

First, there has been an increase of 
farmer suicides. It's heartbreaking to know 
that there are farmers taking their lives be-
cause they aren't able to pay back the debts 
they've accrued because of the cash crops that 
they don't receive a pro" t from. 

Secondly, the levels of hunger have 
increased. 

• irdly, and possibly most interestingly, 
four out the top ten people on the Forbes' list 
of the richest people in the world are Indian. 

And fourthly, the largest percentage of 
people with Type II Diabetes is in India. 

The lecture brought to light a lot of 
information about the global food crisis that 
may not have been previously thought of or 
known by the public, and it was refreshing to 
hear about what has happened in the world 
and what we can do about it. 

If the people of the world were to dis-
tribute the food we produce more equally and 
think about what we are doing to help " x the 
problem, there may hopefully be a time where 
the amount of people going hungry is less than 
one percent. 

On October 24th-27th, R-MC held its 
" rst annual Social Entrepreneurship Week 
where local entrepreneurs were invited to 
speak to students interested in seeing how 
innovation can help impact the world for 
the better. 

Social Entrepreneurship Week 
kicked o!  Monday evening in the Topping 
Room with a lecture called Impact Makes: 
A New Business Model. • e guest speaker 
for this lecture was Rodney Willett, vice 
president of the Richmond-based IT con-
sulting " rm Impact Makers. 

• e next event was held Tuesday 
during lunchtime in the Estes Fishbowl. 

Stacy Luks, founder of Slow Food 
in Richmond, spoke about her motivation 
behind creating the Slow Food chapter 
in Richmond and how Slow Food's mis-
sion of advocating locally grown foods 
is important in solving national health 
problems.  

On Wednesday night, John O'Neill 
and Jill Wagner of • inkhaus Design pre-
sented their presentation Haustalk: Solving 
Problems through Design in Fox hall. 

O'Neill and Wagner spoke about 
the bene" ts of social entrepreneurship 
both for society and the very businesses 
which embrace it. 

Social Entrepreneurship Week 
ended • ursday night with the lecture 
Social Entrepreneurship with guest speaker 
Martha Rollins, founder and CEO of Boaz 
& Ruth. 

Boaz & Ruth is a non-pro" t created 
to empower the community through eco-
nomic development and creation of jobs. 

During the lecture, Rollins says that 
she founded Boaz & Ruth due to a desire 
to transform individuals and bring healing 
to the city of Richmond. 

She encouraged those attending to 
see opportunity in the gaps and stressed 
the importance of connecting people 
together. 

Social Entrepreneur-
ship Week was spearheaded 
by political science profes-
sor Dr. Richard Meagher 
a# er he was inspired by a 
social entrepreneurship re-
treat he went to in the Fall of 
2010 with several students. 

ªI went on the retreat, 
almost on a whim, with four 
R-MC students and came 
back energized and con-
vinced that we needed to 
have a social entrepreneur-
ship program on campus,º 
Meagher said. 

The retreat was run 
by the Algernon Sydney 
Sullivan Foundation, a 
foundation that supports 
service-oriented students 
through scholarships and 
funding. 

Funds made through 
the Algernon Sydney Sul-
livan Foundation made the 

events held during Social Entre-
preneurship Week a possibility.

Inspired by the Foundation's mis-
sion of supporting students, Meagher 
decided to make social entrepreneurship 
a new focus for Randolph-Macon. 

Meagher started planning for Social 
Entrepreneurship Week and future events 
by reaching out to local business innova-
tors who have had a positive impact on 
the local area. 

ªFor the past year, I've been meet-
ing with local social entrepreneurs, and 
the speakers for this week's events were 
recruited from those people I met,º Mea-
gher said. 

In addition to planning the event-
" lled Social Entrepreneurship Week, Mea-
gher also set about creating a new social 
entrepreneurship course for the political 
science department. 

The course, which currently has 
fourteen students enrolled in it, along with 
the overall program has received some 
funding from the Sullivan Foundation. 
This coupled with Meagher's planning 
make future social entrepreneurships a 
de" nite possibility in the upcoming years.  

ªI expect S.E. Week, as well as the 
class, to be an annual event,º Meagher 
said. ª• e Sullivan Foundation has already 
provided enough funding for some events 
next year, and I hope to secure additional 
funds as we build the program.º$

As for future goals, Meagher hopes 
to get more students interested in the 
social entrepreneurship program.

ªMy goals are to recruit more stu-
dents from both our service community 
(APO in particular) and our Econ/Busi-
ness majors for both events and class,º 
Meagher said. 

It seems the school has yet another 
enriching experience to put in its rep-
ertoire of unending opportunities for 
students.

Chartwells, which provides dining and 
catering services at R-MC, purchased items to 
be featured in Estes Dining Hall at • e Chef 's 
Table and throughout the dining hall for the 
week. 

ªThe Farm to Family Farmbus was 
invited to campus by Chartwells in an e! ort 
to increase awareness of sustainability on 
campus and supporting local farms,º Jude 
Martin, senior director of dining services said. 

ªChartwells purchased many items that were 
locally grown from the Farmbus and featured 
the produce throughout the dining hall that 
week.

She served on the Residence Hall As-
sociation (RHA) during her Freshman and 
Sophomore years and was an Orientation 
Leader for two years.

Chips and Guacamole

Hardware:
Small bowl
Large Bowl
Fork
Juicer (optional)
Medium to large knife

Ingredients:

4 Haas avocados
1/2 red onion
1/2 Roma tomato (optional)
1 chili pepper (your choice of heat; I prefer serrano or poblano)
1/2 tsp. minced garlic
3 tablespoons fresh cilantro
2 limes, juiced
*Kosher salt and ground black pepper to taste

Remove the seeds from the chili and dice. Dice and drain tomato. Rough chop red onions. 
Fine chop cilantro. Set all aside in a small bowl.  Halve avocados by inserting a knife and cutting 
lengthwise around the pit. Twist open and tap the pit with your knife's edge; twist and pull out. 
Use a spoon to wedge out the fruit. Place avocados in a large bowl. Add one lime's worth of juice 
and mash the avocados with a fork. Note: make the guacamole chunkier or smoother by mashing 
more or less. Add the small bowl of ingredients to the avocados and gently fold. Salt and pepper 
to taste. Cover with plastic wrap and refrigerate for one hour. Remove, add remaining lime's juice 
and gently fold. Serve with tortilla chips and enjoy.

*If you are feeling fancy with an oven, purchase some ! our tortillas. Cut them into wedges (one 
tortilla can be cut into about eight wedges). Fry in oil until golden brown, drain on paper towels and 
lightly salt. Do not salt your guacamole much, if at all, when using this method.

I never even watched the Super Bowl, unless you count commer-
cials. So when I got the suggestion to write an article on microwavable tailgating for the Hampden-Sydney game, I was excited and lost all at once. Luckily, most of my time during 
homecoming was spent in the tailgating area. Below, you will ! nd three easy recipes for foods I use  at shindigs and that are perfect for traveling. You know, so we can relax and chow 
down while beating those wimpy tigers. Enjoy.

Hot Wings
Recipe makes 20 wings, adjust as necessary

Hardware:

Medium bowl or large measuring cup
Spoon
Plate or microwavable casserole dish

Ingredients:

Chicken wings (Morningstar chik'n nuggets may be used here)
1/2 cup hot sauce
1/2 cup butter
1 Tbsp. lemon juice

While this seemingly angry expres-
sion has led to many people being upset, 
some people actually like the idea that he 
looks angry.  ! ey are claiming that this 
makes him look more de" ant and forceful.

statue is the misquoted phrase on the side 
of the statue. 

ªI am a drum major for justice, peace 
and righteousness,º it states. 

! e actual quote from the speech is 
much longer.  

ªYes, if you want to say that I am a 
drum major, say that I am a drum major 
for justice. Say that I was a drum major for 
peace. I was a drum major for righteousness. 
And all the other shallow things will not 
matter,º it states.

The change in the quote has led 
to many people saying that the wrongly 
abbreviated quote misrepresents King's 

personality.  
Poet and author Maya Angelou 

o# ered her opinion on the mistake. 
ª! e quote makes Dr. Martin 

Luther King look like an arrogant twit. 
He was anything but that,º Angelou 
said. ªHe was far too profound a man 
for that four-letter word to apply.º  

The council that chose the 
quotes for the entire memorial say 
that they originally included the words 
`say that' in front of the ̀ I am'.  ! ey are 
not sure who decided to change the phrasing 
of the quote.

Recently having gone to Washington 

DC and seeing the memorial myself, I have 
to agree that the expression on King's face 
seems more angry then professional.  I also 
agree that the quote makes him seem very 
arrogant when he was not.  

Jackson says that he believes the 
controversy is petty and is not planning on 
changing anything about the monument.

Mark Warner has served in the 
United States Senate for the state of 
Virginia since 2009.

Warner was born on December 
15, 1954 in Indianapolis, Indiana and 
later moved to Connecticut.  

In 1977, Warner graduated 
from George Washington University 
with a major in political science.  He 
went on to graduate from Harvard 
Law School in 1980.  He became 
interested in politics soon a$ er he 
graduated and worked for many 
campaigns.

He met his wife Lisa Collis 
in 1984 and married her soon a$ er.  
! e couple resided in Alexandria, 
Virginia and had three children: 
Madison, Gillian and Eliza. 

He decided to run for the o%  ce 
of governor of Virginia in 2001.  He 
won the election against Republican Mark 
Earley with over 52* of the vote.  During 
his campaign, he swore to not raise taxes, 
but in 2002, he campaigned for a raise in 
sales tax to better transportation.  

As governor, Warner also strength-
ened public education, made community 
college more a# ordable, and added 150,000 
jobs into the economy.

Mark Warner served as governor of 
the state of Virginia until 2006.  He was then 
expected to run for president of the United 
States in 2008, but declined in October 2006.

On September 13, 2007, Warner de-
clared that he would run for United States 
Senate.  He ran against Republican Jim 
Gilmore, but had a huge lead over him the 
entire election.  He ended up winning the 

election with 65* of the vote.
While in the U.S. Senate, he has 

served on the Committee on Banking, 
Housing, and Urban A# airs, Committee 
on the Budget, Committee on Commerce, 
Science and Transportation, Committee 
on Rules and Administration, Select Com-
mittee on Intelligence, and Joint Economic 
Committee.

Mark Warner supported Obamacare 
by signing the ªPatient Protection and Af-
fordable Care Act.º  He believes we need to 
reduce our dependence on foreign oil.  He 
has also been a large supporter for small 
businesses. 

While in Congress, he has also been 
working toward bipartisanship to improve 
their performance.

Iraqi government.º

ªI was prepared to support a

She is soon hit by a large white 
van, which initially stops while on top of 
her and then continues on. A few minutes 
later, the toddler is hit by a second van that 
never even slows. 

As horrifying as that is, what is truly 
disturbing about the video is that dozens of 
people walk or ride by on bicycles and don't 
even pause to help her. It is ten minutes a" er 
the accident before one woman moves her 
out of harm's way and then goes to search 
for help. 

China, and the world at large, was 
chilled by the callous indi# erence of those 
people who ignored a little girl's su# ering. It 
begs the question about what is happening 
to the morality and ethics of people; where

According to ABC news, in 2003 a 
German girl in Heide was raped in broad 
daylight in front of several witnesses, and no 
one li" ed a $ nger to help.
