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The Buzz: Helping Build Community Through Communication

With just more than a year behind him
at Randolph-Macon, President Robert R.
Lindgren delivered this year�s �State of
the College� address during the March
Faculty/Staff Community Roundtable.  

�This past year really fueled my pas-
sion first of all, for liberal arts educa-
tion, and also for Randolph-Macon
itself,� he said.  �My decision to come
here is reaffirmed every day when I see
our students and alumni.  And your
pride and your faith, as faculty and staff
members, also keep me inspired.� 

In the last year, the college has met
with many successes, Lindgren said,
including enrolling the largest entering
class in the college�s history; securing
additional funding from the Mellon
Foundation for the college�s ground-
breaking First Year Experience pro-
gram; and sending more than 170 stu-
dents abroad � the largest number on
record � this past January Term.  The
Athletics Department also shined with
head women�s basketball coach Carroll
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LaHaye securing her 400th victory; the
women�s swim team taking the ODAC
title for the first time in R-MC history;
and the women�s basketball team
advancing to the Sweet 16 tournament.

President Lindgren went on to high-
light several of his goals for the coming
year, as well as a number of projects
already in the works on campus.  He
noted that the Board of Trustees recent-
ly approved the 2007-2008 budget,
which allows for additional funding for
admissions opportunities, retention pro-
grams and fundraising efforts.  Work
also is well underway on the SACS
reaccreditation project, as well as the
marketing campaign, which includes a
complete redesign of the college�s Web
site, to be launched this summer.

Additionally, President Lindgren said
the college has hired a campus master
plan consultant to evaluate how the
campus can potentially grow and
develop during the next 10 years.
Funding also has been earmarked for

campus beautification, to include
additional resources and landscaping
for the campus� green space.
President Lindgren is working with
internal groups to explore the possi-
bility of growing the college by 100-
200 students as well. 

�Whatever we decide, however, it is
important to keep the character of
Randolph-Macon,� he said.  �This
also is something that would happen
over several years, if we were to
decide to move forward.�

And as it stands, he added, next
year�s incoming class already promis-
es to be stronger academically and
more diverse than ever � a fantastic
accomplishment that truly shows 
R-MC is solidifying its place in the
area, the region and the country.

�Now is the time for Randolph-
Macon,� Lindgren said.  �We have an
ambitious agenda, but we are perfect-
ly positioned to meet this agenda with
great success.� �
