The R-MC
chapter of the Student Virginia
Education Association hosted an open
house on Oct. 20 for faculty, staff,
their children and students, during
which everyone enjoyed refreshments,
several craft activities and read-alongs
by R-MC education students.

The college�s library has long col-
lected award-winning children�s books
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tion.  The books, however, were shelved
within the general circulating collection
on the second floor and were not adver-
tised or well-used.  This summer,
though, the librarians decided to move
the collection to an under-used alcove on
the first floor of the library, as well as
expand the children�s holdings and cre-
ate a space for education students to
explore and enjoy these books. The col-
lection was changed to the Dewey
Decimal classification scheme, which is
how the books are arranged in school

libraries.  All the books are cataloged
in MaconCat, and they circulate for
four weeks to faculty, staff and stu-
dents, and for two weeks to the com-
munity patrons.

The Children�s Corner is located on the
first floor just past the photocopy room.
It has more than 350 titles, featuring all
the Caldecott, Newbery and Printz
awarding-winning titles still in print.
Come by for a relaxing browse of picture
books, or to check out the latest in the
Harry Potter series.  The Children�s
Corner is for children of all ages. �
