Randolph-Macon’s search for a new
provost, the position formerly known as
dean of the college, is well underway.
Co-chaired by R-MC President Robert
Lindgren and Economics Professor Steve
Lang, the provost search committee has
been working diligently for the past few
months to move this search process for-
ward, in anticipation of having someone
onboard this summer.  The search com-
mittee includes administrators, faculty,
staff and one student, all elected or
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appointed by the college and departments. 

At this point, after checking references,
the search committee has narrowed the
field to a small number of semifinalists
who will be invited to participate in con-
fidential, off-campus interviews with the
committee in February.  These candi-
dates, Lang said, were selected on the
basis of reference calls made by the com-
mittee and the search consultant, Tobie
van der Vorm, from the larger applicant
pool and their backgrounds and experi-

ence levels appear to be especially con-
sistent with the qualities and qualifica-
tions established for the search.
Following the off-campus interviews,
the search committee will select sever-
al finalists, who will be brought to
campus in late February/early March.
From there, after gathering feedback
from faculty, staff and students, the
search committee will make a recom-
mendation to President Lindgren, who
will make the final appointment. •
