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The recent college budget (FY2007-
2008) approved by the Board of
Trustees includes funding for several
key technology initiatives for the cam-
pus, several of which are already
underway.  First, R-MC has started
adding wireless access throughout
much of the campus including: all resi-
dence halls, Greek houses, Special
Interest houses, the Thomas Branch
Atrium, the Brown Campus Center –

First Floor, Haley – Language Lab, the
Brock Center and Estes.  The library
already has wireless service and the col-
lege recently added wireless access in
the lobby area of Copley Science Center.
The wireless access installation project
will be ongoing throughout the summer,
with about 70 percent of the project
completed to date. 

Also, with the continued increase in
Internet usage by all members of the

community, Internet responsiveness
has slowed considerably during the
last year.  Accordingly, ITSwill more
than double the capacity of the cam-
pus’bandwidth during the next eight
months.  The initial increase started in
mid-April and the remainder will be
added after our current bandwidth
contract expires in December of 2007. 
That said, for legal reasons, P2P

This September, R-MC will not only welcome more than
400 freshmen, but also a new R-MC Web site design.  Work
continues to progress on the Web redesign project, with
early September set as the tentative launch date for the new
site.  In May, the R-MC community was invited to view the
homepage designs.  Many faculty, staff and students offered
constructive feedback, all of which was invaluable as the R-
MC Web Task Force has worked with redesign vendor,
Dotmarketing, to assemble the final designs.

In addition, the college is preparing to purchase a Web
Content Management System (CMS), which will greatly
assist the campus in keeping Web content and materials cur-
rent by scheduling many common Web updating tasks;
thereby, a Web content editor can set a particular page or
site to publish on a specific day and time.  The page could
then be scheduled for removal at another day and time.
Additionally, departmental content editors will have greater
ability to utilize photography in their Web pages without
additional software, and to also make changes to their site
content from any computer on campus.

Finally, as the design stage comes to a close, the R-MC
community again is reminded to review the content of their
department and office Web sites.  If you find redundant or
dated content, please update it or remove it from the site –
this is vital to the success of the new site and its functionali-
ty.  Everyone is asked to have all content updated by July 2.
