R-MC s safety plans are designed to
be as specific as possible, and we try to
address every foreseeable event, said
Craig Collins, R-MC s environmental
health & safety coordinator and labora-
tory manager. Whenever an event
occurs that has significance to the com-
munity, the Crisis Management Team
assembles to review our plans and make
revisions, if necessary. Our next full-

scale emergency response exercise will
be a drill requiring students, faculty and
staff to practice sheltering.

The Emergency Response Team is
also encouraging the R-MC communi-
ty to educate themselves on all plans
and procedures that are in place in
preparation for any unforeseen crisis.
Many additional resources also are
available, including the college s
Counseling Center (ext. 7270).
