Board of Trustees Approves Staff Benefits Proposal

In February, the R-MC Board of
Trustees approved the proposal to
change the staff benefits policy. The
new policy, which will go into effect
July 1, 2007, features several signifi-
cant changes, including a carryover
leave policy for vacation and sick
days. Previously, full-time staff mem-
bers accrued 15 vacation days per year,
regardless of years of service, and 12
sick days per year with no carryover

leave allowed.
Under the new policy, staff members

will accrue vacation days based on years

of service (0-5 years 10 days; 5-15
years 15 days; 15+ years 20 days),
although any employees hired prior to
July 1, 2007, will continue to receive 15
vacation days per year. In addition, five

of these vacation days now can be carried

over and, by choice of the staff member,
placed in the staff member s sick leave

bank or be used as vacation. Vacation
carryover days, though, must be used in
that following year, and will not be paid
out if the employee leaves the college.
Sick days, under the new policy, were
reduced to 10 sick days per year, versus
12, but these days can be carried over,
until a total of 130 days accumulate;
these carryover days must remain in the
sick leave bank and no pay out is given
